•	Faculty and staff reporting

•	Email communication

•	LinkedIn

Department chairs and faculty were asked 
to gather information on graduates who had 
not reported. In June 2018–November 2018, 
the Career Center followed up with graduates.

Internship information was obtained from 
graduate surveys and the Career Center’s college-
wide internship database.
