Russian music of the 20th century was dominated by Igor
Stravinsky (1882-1971), the expatriated innovator, and
Dimitri Shostakovich (1906-1975), the modern tradition-
alist who stayed in Russia, immersed in the chaos of the
Revolution and terrors of the Stalin era.

DSCH (his musical signature) and his music are contro-
versial even today.  Was he a compliant—if intimidated—subject of the Soviet
state, or its constant critic, subversively expressing disdain for Socialist Real-
ism in music that gave voice to the tragedy of life under Communism, and
thereby earning the label “enemy of the people,” and the love of the Russian
people for whom he composed?

After viewing a slide show of sites in St. Petersburg (Leningrad) associated
with DSCH, we will listen to highlights of his works in several genres.  We will
consider the personal and political circumstances of their composition and their
social and artistic significance.  The goal will be to whet the appetite for further
exploration of this tragic and yet wonderful music.

Among the many beautiful places God has given us on His good earth is an ex-
pansive landscape called Alaska.  Known as the Last Frontier, it is a state
showing incredible beauty, wilderness, and extremes.  Large areas of Alaska
have impressive landscapes, mountains, salmon streams, and animal popula-
tions.  But because it is also richly endowed with natural resources of
petroleum and minerals (including gold), it has become a battleground locally
and nationally for issues of preservation and development.

This course will examine Alaska from a historical and resource perspective.  It
will consider how oil exploration is conducted in the Arctic environment and
will look at the impact of oil drilling on the Arctic coast.  It will look at the
Prince William Sound oil spill of 1989 and discuss its effects on the marine
environment.  The course will also deal with how Alaska might contribute to
the energy future of America; will “Drill, Baby, Drill” solve our problems?   If
time allows, it will also deal with the 1964 Good Friday earthquake and the
Katmai eruption.
