1-S2010 Custer Died for Your Sins

1:30-2:45 p.m., five Tuesdays: February 16 - March 16

Room: Hiemenga Hall 335

The title of the course is taken
from a book published in 1969 by
4a contemporary Sioux activist.
| The course itself tells the story of
the expansion of the United States
W from the Mississippi to the Pacific
coast from the viewpoint of its
Indian peoples, rather than from
the familiar viewpoint of the
American conquerors. It puts
Black Kettle, Chief Joseph, Sit-
ting Bull, and Geronimo, along
with countless unnamed Indian
men and women, at the center of
the story.

The course begins by asking why, as Christians and American citizens,
we should look at this story from an Indian point of view. Then it sets
up the story with a quick look at the background—Indian peoples before
the arrival of Europeans, the impact of the Spanish, and the coming of
the Americans in the 1820s-1850s. The course focuses on the Indian
Wars of the 1860s-1880s and the lives of Indians on reservation lands in
the years after their defeat. It concludes by looking briefly at the revival
of Indian communities and power in the twentieth century.
