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MDOT is a Michigan Government Agency which is in 

charge of maintaining the transportation infrastructure of 

all the state owned roadways in Michigan.

CPM Projects

While at MDOT, I did a variety of different jobs.  The 

main thing I did was to work on Capital Preventative 

Maintenance (CPM) projects.  The first CPM project I 

did was a Overband Crack Fill project which is where 

they fill cracks in asphalt pavement with rubber. The 

second and third projects I worked on were also CPM 

projects but they were Concrete Joint Repair projects.  

These are projects where they take out slabs of concrete 

in the road and replace it with new concrete and new 

joints.  For all of these projects, I also put together cost 

proposals and the job proposal packages.  Near the end 

of the summer, I began a coldmill and resurface project 

which I didnôt fully complete because of other jobs that 

were more pressing.  While designing these projects, I 

learned a new CAD program, Microstation V8.  This 

summer, I also assisted in the process of picking the jobs 

for the upcoming years (Call For Projects).  At the end of 

the summer, I began working on a couple larger projects 

to help the engineers get farther ahead.  One of the 

projects was a directional island project and the other 

was a resurfacing job on Chicago Dr. in Hudsonville.   I 

also helped set up a network drive containing pictures of 

all the roads in the Grand Rapids TSCôs work influence 

area.  This hard drive also contained a program that put 

all the pictures together so you could ñdriveò the 

segments of road.  This Summer, I did a wide variety of 

jobs and a lot of what I did involved data collection of 

some form.  

My summer internship at MDOT was very good 

experience and taught me a lot about Road Design in 

the area of Civil Engineering.  It also gave me a look at 

the difference between working for the government and 

working for a private firm as I have had internships for 

both.
