SCHOLARSHIPS AND FINANCIAL AID. Over 90 percent 
of Calvin students receive some form of aid, such as 
scholarships, loans, grants, and work study programs.

Academic scholarships range 
from $1,000 to $10,000, renewable up to four years based on 
college GPA.

DEGREES OFFERED. Graduates in most academic disciplines 
earn a Bachelor of Arts or a Bachelor of Science degree.
