To meet Michigan state LD endorsement requirements, practicum placements are ten-weeks of full time supervised teaching under the mentorship of a LD certified teacher with students identified with LD.   For those seeking a second endorsement in special education, a practicum with a minimum of 180 hours in an appropriate setting is required.  Additional requirements are listed on the last page of the application.    The practicum is taken concurrently with a seminar course, EDUC 557.

	Requirements


1. The Practicum teacher needs to be spending the practicum weeks with a majority of students identified with Learning Disabilities.

2. Practicum teachers must fulfill a minimum of 10-12 weeks (350 hours) for a first endorsement or a minimum of 180 hours for a second endorsement.

3. A local school teacher or SPED supervisor, certified in learning disabilities, supports the practicum teacher by assuming the role of “mentor teacher”.  Mentors field the practicum teacher’s questions or concerns, periodically observes the practicum teacher teaching (at least 2-3 times), and provides written feedback through the evaluation form (see packet) to the practicum teacher and the college. 

4. A college supervisor visits the practicum teacher a minimum of 5-6 times during the field placement.  The supervisor will spend the majority of the time observing the practicum teacher in the classroom or in other duties (meetings, assessment, etc), meets the school staff, but also meets one on one with the practicum teacher, supporting the apprenticeship practicum. 

5. In addition to your school curricula, the practicum teacher will be utilizing the curricular materials, Book Club.  Book Club is a research-based approach focused on developing higher-order thinking, reading comprehension, and dispositions and roles necessary for formal and informal group communication.  The curriculum is organized and comprehensive but flexible and easily accommodates other curricula. 

6. The Book Club curriculum also assists the practicum teacher in managing an action research project.  Conducting action research is a proven effective tool in developing a responsive, reflective practice.  The practicum teacher must record teaching/learning activity approximately five times.  The practicum teacher then views and analyzes the teaching/learning interactions.  This process has been noted as one of the most valuable parts of the practicum experience in terms of professional development and growth regarding diverse learners, content, contexts, and a teacher’s instructional actions.  Practicum teachers will need to obtain permission to tape the instructional actions.  Any assistance you can give would be greatly appreciated.

7. Two half-day or one whole day visit off-campus to another setting for students with learning disabilities. Since the endorsement is K-12, we require visiting a setting where the students represent a significant difference in age and grade than the current placement.
