Request for Permission to Register for a Graduate-Level Independent Study

Calvin College provides the opportunity for students to do independent research or reading when they have demonstrated their competence in the academic discipline involved and have shown the ability to study on their own initiative.  An independent study must include substantial research or reading in an area not covered in the regular course offerings of that department.

Projects for such study must be defined in advance of registration and must be approved by the instructor directing the study, the graduate advisor, the Director of Graduate Teacher Education Program, and the Registrar.  Such courses must be completed within the term and must be subject to the supervision of the instructor during that term.  Because such projects require considerable time of the instructor as well as of the student, no instructor is obligated to approve an independent study and is expected to limit the number of students accepted.

An independent study shall carry credit of between one and four semester hours.  No more than eight hours of such study may be applied toward graduation requirements.
