Selection will be based on the candidate’s academic ability, combined with demonstrated evidence of Christian motivation to serve others in the field of criminal justice. While special consideration may be given to those who aspire to careers in law enforcement, those interested in the broad range of juvenile and criminal justice programs are eligible and encouraged to apply.

This fund has been established by the Duyst family to honor the memory of Daniel Duyst’s life of devoted service in law enforcement.  While off-duty, Officer Duyst gave his life in a rescue attempt by selflessly responding to another person in need.

Applications for the $1900 scholarship will be accepted from current Calvin College sophomores and juniors who are interested in the field of criminal justice. Preference is given to students who have a minimum overall cumulative grade point average of 2.7, but this is not an absolute requirement. Students from other departments who have an interest in pursuing a career in criminal justice are also eligible to apply.
