Candidates must meet the following criteria:

2. Be pursuing a major in Sociology or Social Work.

3. Have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher.

4. Demonstrate a deep love for Jesus Christ, as expressed by the Reformed faith.  This includes a love for others as evidenced by a sincere desire 1) to help children, 2) to promote improved health care, education, or standards of living among the poor in the United States or other countries, or 3) to volunteer in the Peace Corps.

5. Although financial need as defined by government programs is not required, there should be some evidence that the scholarship is needed to help meet educational expenses.
