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 The 2005 edition of ―Christmas at the Campus Store,‖ the annual Saturday-in-December alumni-sponsored effort to get 
alumni to ―buy Calvin‖ for the holidays, drew a record number of shoppers and dollars: 629 shoppers and $23,638 in sales 
(surpassing the previous records of 525 shoppers and $18,000 in sales).

Distinguished Alumni Award 
Presented to alumni who have made significant contributions to their field of endeavor and manifest a Christian commitment, thus 
honoring Calvin College. 

 Dr. Gerald Gabrielse '73 (1951-) 
Dr. Gabrielse is the Leverett Professor of Physics at Harvard University. He and the international team that he leads are 
known for developing ways to cool and manipulate extremely cold antimatter particles and for making cold antihydrogen 
atoms. His Harvard research team tests some of the fundamental laws of nature with extremely accurate measurements of 
the properties of single electrons and antiprotons and with laser spectroscopy.  

 Mr. Charles Spoelhof '51 (1930-) 
Mr. Spoelhof is a retired engineer from the Eastman Kodak Company. During the height of the Cold War, Spoelhof was 
part of a small group of experts that helped develop the highly sophisticated camera technology used in spy satellites. 
Later, he worked with NASA to develop the techniques of lunar photography that identified appropriate landing sites for 
the Apollo missions. He also served on the blue ribbon commission to fix the Hubble Space Telescope.
