Graduates in most academic disciplines earn a Bachelor of Arts or a Bachelor of Science degree. Students graduating in the 
professional programs earn a Bachelor of Science Degree in Nursing, Recreation, Accountancy, or Engineering. Other degrees 
include the Bachelor of Computer Science, Bachelor of Fine Arts, Bachelor of Social Work, Bachelor of Music Education, Bachelor 
of Computer Science, and Master of Education.
