The Coalition for Voting Reform in Grand Rapids encourage students to consider
registering to vote at home before coming to campus.

For Michigan students, here are the voter registration requirements:

To be eligible to vote in Michigan you must:
Be a citizen of the United States

Be 18 years of age or older on Election Day when you first vote

(You may register at age 17 _, as long as you will be 18 on Election Day)*
Be a resident of Michigan and the city or township where you register for 30 days
prior to registration

Not be serving a sentence in jail or prison**

Because Michigan law requires that both your driver’s license and voter registration
address be the same, you cannot keep your driver’s license at your home address and vote
on campus. You must thus choose one address for both documents.

If you have auto or health insurance with your parents or a scholarship requiring home

residence, you may need to keep your address at home.

Since college students move often, it is easier to keep your home address which does not

change.

After arriving on campus you will be very busy with your new life. There is only a month

before the deadline to complete registration. Register now at home at your local clerk’s

office, so you are sure you have done it!

You can vote absentee at your home address while at college by applying for an absent

voter application. You can apply for an absentee ballot at the same time you register. More

info on absentee voting in Michigan at:
