JOHN CALVIN AND NOYON 
 

Born on July 10th 1509 in Noyon, John Calvin was the son of Gérard Cauvin , who 

was the registrar to the ecclesiastical court of the cathedral of Noyon and a man 

devoted to the clergy, especially to Charles de Hangest, the bishop. John Calvin 

spent his early school years in his hometown before going to Paris to study law in  

1521 or 1523. In spite of his early leaving of Noyon, Calvin always remained attached 

to his hometown and he kept up a regular correspondence  with several of his former 

fellow town-dwellers, like Laurent de Normandie, the "Lieutenant Civil" of the bailiwick 

of Vermandois and the mayor of Noyon, who emigrated to Geneva in 1548 to flee the 

persecutions against the members of the Protestant Reformed Church. Just like him, 

many protestants from Noyon emigrated to Switzerland where Calvin welcomed them 

warmly, being well informed about them. He even welcomed members of his own 

family : his brother Antoine (the priest of Travecy) and his sister Marie. 

 

On the occasion of this commemorative year, the cit y of Noyon offers a 

substantial programme of cultural events about John  Calvin's personality and 

also about his works, his time and his followers.

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> The John Calvin museum 
 

Built between 1927 and 1931 on the presumed site of Calvin's 

birthplace (1509-1564),  the museum is dedicated to the history of the 

spreading of the French-speaking Reformation, to the personality of 

the reformer and to the influence of his works during the 16th and 17th 

centuries. 

Illustrations of the emblematic house are put on display in the first room, while the room 

known as chambre de Calvin (Calvin's room) presents some of Calvin's works and original 

printings, as well as a collection of "protestant" translations of the Holy Scriptures. On the 

first floor, works such as La Mercuriale du 10 juin 1559, in the style of Tortorel and Perrissin 

(around 1570), or Le colloque de Poissy de 1561 by Joseph-Nicolas Robert-Fleury (1840), 

illustrate the political history of the relationship between protestants and the 16th-century 

royal power which led to the wars of religion. 

On the second floor, the birth of the "protestant spirituality" and its repercussions on the daily 

life are illustrated by printings, paintings and engravings. 
 

> The Noyon museum 
 

The Noyon museum, which is an art and history museum about Noyon 

and its surroundings, shows the creation and the evolution of the city from 

the Gallo-Roman times to nowadays. Located within the former residence 

of the bishop, it presents rich and varied collections. The ground floor is 

dedicated to archaeological collections coming from the excavations 

carried out in Noyon and its surroundings, such as an outstanding 12th-

century chessboard with pieces carved in stag antlers. Two other rooms show lapidary 

elements coming from the cathedral. 

On the first floor, the museum presents an exceptional collection of furniture, notably a rare 

set of chests (12th to 16th century), coming from the cathedral treasury. In addition to these 

collections, there is the exhibition of the paintings that the orientalist painter Joseph-Félix 

Bouchor (1853-1937) bequeathed to the city of Noyon.
