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· Applications for Augustine in the composition classroom, particularly insights on how to address issues of belief in the classroom today

· Rhetorical material in Augustine’s works that have not received attention in composition studies: De Magistro, De Trinitate, City of God

· Rhetorical topics in Augustine’s Confessions: ethos in personal writing; personal and political friendship; models of invention and discovery; the relationship between eloquence and wisdom; memory; the influence of Cicero

· Composition studies’ historiographic relationship with Augustine: where have we given him influence, and where have we excluded him?

· Augustine’s rhetoric of silence in relation to contemporary rhetorics of silence

· Changing definitions of rhetoric through Church History—how the Church has defined and thought about rhetoric, beginning perhaps with Augustine and continuing forward

· The relationship between preaching and reformations, particularly the relationship between the rhetorical practice of rhetoricians Blair and Campbell during the second Scottish reformation

· The tensions between Anglican and Presbyterian homiletics in the eighteenth and nineteenth century in Great Britain
