ÅVisible with command ipconfig/all

ÅIP = Internet Protocol 

ÅProvides the address 
mechanism. 

ÅBasic format of an IP 
address is four 3 digit 
numbers. 

ÅThe first set of digits 
identify the network.  The 
remaining identify the 
specific computer. 

ÅThe MAC address is 
mapped to the IP 
address

What is a social Network 

A social networking service is an online service, 

platform, or site that focuses on building and 

reflecting of social networks or social relations 

among people, who, for example, share interests 

and/or activities. A social network service consists of 

a representation of each user (often a profile), 

his/her social links, and a variety of additional 

services. Most social network services are web-

based and provide means for users to interact over 

the Internet, such as e-mail and instant messaging.

Hashtags 

Hashtags: helping you find interesting Tweets 

People use the hashtag symbol # before relevant 

keywords in their Tweet to categorize those Tweets 

to show more easily in Twitter Search.  

Clicking on a "hashtagged" word in any message 

shows you all other Tweets in that category. 

Hashtags can occur anywhere in the Tweet. 

Hashtagged words that become very popular are 

often Trending Topics.
