              Advanced Placement
Students may submit scores from an Advanced Placement (AP) examination conducted by the College Board. 

Minimum scores and credit hours granted vary, see the table. Student's may not receive duplicate credit or duplicate requirements from AP credit, high school exemptions, college credit, or any other exam based credit.

A maximum of 32 semester hours may be obtained through non-classroom-based credit.

Official Scores: The College Board will send official scores to Calvin if students list Calvin as a recipient when taking the exam. To request official scores at any time call 1-888-CALL-4-AP (1-888-225-5427) and provide the Calvin code 1095. Processing takes a minimum of two weeks.

*The English Elective contributes 3 semester hours of credit but does not fill any specific core requirement.
